40. *Jackpot: Top All-around Alumni Horse & Rider Team** - Ridden at W/T, judged on horse’s obedience 

to rider cues and overall presentation.   

 

*Jackpot classes are classes in which the participant pays an entry fee and competes to win a cash payout. The 

total paid out is based on the number of entries in that class.  100% of the fees for these classes go to the 

winner, ribbons to the 1-6th places.  

**Open only to horses currently residing in or having been adopted from one of the approved Maine horse 

rescues or shelters (see list).  Owner/adopter must provide copy of adoption contract or a letter from the rescue 

on letterhead and signed by an officer of the rescue as verification.   

Show rules:  Alumni Show Rules apply (see Alumni Show Rules in the show program or posted at the show 

grounds).  Any exhibitor who fails to follow the show rules may be dismissed from a class or may be asked to 

leave the show grounds.  Abuse of an animal including but not limited to excessive whipping or spurring will not 

be tolerated and offenders will be asked to leave the show grounds.  Foul or abusive language or arguing with 

the judge, show staff or other participants will not be tolerated.  Alcoholic beverages are not permitted at this 

event. Organizers reserve the right to change, combine, or cancel classes for any reason.  Judge’s decisions are 

final.
